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Design installation documents record output from the design process, defining the physical (e.g., size, location, or arrangement) and functional (e.g., operating and functional performance) characteristics for SSCs.  Engineering specifications also identify inspection requirements.  Design installation documents used by Construction include the current issued version of UPF, supplier, and subcontractor drawings and specifications, including approved change documents.  

Design installation documents used for construction or inspection activities require “Issued for Construction” or equivalent wording (e.g., “Issued for Procurement,” “Issued for Purchase,” “Issued for Installation”) in the drawing revision history.  Engineered Design documents without “Issued for Construction” or equivalent wording along with shop type drawings are not used for construction or inspection activities.
Vendor drawings used for construction or inspection activities require a signed status code stamp indicating that work may proceed or that review is not required.

Note:  Vendor drawings with status code stamps indicating work may not proceed (i.e., Status Code 3) or stamped “Information Only” are not used for construction or inspection activities.

Coordinate the resolution of technical discrepancies with the Project field Engineer in accordance with Y17-95-64-802, UPF Construction Field Changes. Retrieve applicable design installation documents from InfoWorks.  Also retrieve approved change documents that are not yet incorporated in the design document (indicated with an "affects" relationship to the design document in InfoWorks).  These documents need to be identified/included in the work package if they affect the work scope.

When design installation documents needed to support the scope of work are added, document them on the Design Installation Documents (DID) form CFN-1017 and add them to Design and Installation Documents section of the work package.
 
Note:  Design installation documents that are indicated on the DID form as “Reference Only” don’t need to be tracked in the InfoWorks Status sheet or included in the work package.  (Reference documents are made available as needed).
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
